	The Ogun State budget for 2024 has been christened “the budget of “sustained growth and Development” with the government policy focus Sdesigned to achieve the strategic objectives of the Ogun State Economic Development Plan and Strategy 2021-2025 which includes the following: 
· Fiscal Sustainability;
· Human Development;
· Food Security;
· Improved Business Environment;
· Energy Sufficiency;
· Improved Transport Infrastructure;
· Promoting Industrialization which focuses on Small and Medium Scale Enterprises.

In line with these objectives, the government plans to execute the following key projects:
· Light-up Ogun Project which include the procurement and installation of Transformers Statewide whilst partnering with the private sector towards achieving uninterrupted power supply;
· The hosting of 2024 Ogun National Sports Festival;
· Construction, rehabilitation and maintenance of roads across the 20 Local Government Areas in the State;
· Construction of the nest phase of the Cargo Airport at Ikenne;
· Construction of infrastructure at Economic Development Clusters in the State;  
· Construction of over 2,000 housing unit in various location across the State;
· Renovation and maintenance of State-owned hospitals and Primary health care centres across the state;
· Refurbishment and renovation of technical colleges and vocational centres;
· Construction and rehabilitation of Blocks of classrooms, laboratory in primary and secondary schools and provision of furniture and Equipment across the20 Local Government Areas in the State;
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[bookmark: _Toc164944903]Overview of Budget Framework 
	General Framework 
The Ogun State Government approved 2024 budget has a total expenditure outlay of N703,028,013,432 bn for Fiscal Year 2024.  Of this amount, N564,943,592,562 bn Billion Naira is expected to come from the Federal Government as FAAC, Internally Generated Revenue (IGR) as well as Opening Balance (money remaining in the bank after last year’s budget expenditure).  The budget deficit of N138,084,420,870 exists which is the shortfall of total recurrent revenue plus grant compared to the total budget. Ogun State Government will finance the deficit through N82,656,031,032 of domestic borrowing and foreign loans of N55,428,389,837.

	· Ogun State Government anticipate that a total of N182,054,274,720 billion will come from Federation Account. The chief sources of Federation Account Receipt include N65,788,933,310 billion from Statutory Allocation, share of Other FAAC Receipts of N58,486,521,910 billion and VAT N57,778,819,500 billion. 
· Total sum of N240,538,655,485.26 billion is projected to be generated internally by the state (IGR), Aids and Grant N102,154,733,187 billion, N138,084,420,870 billion from loan.

	Of the total N703,028,013,431.64 billion, the state government intends to spend N415,656,402,278 billion (59%) on capital expenditure while the remaining N287,371,611,154 billion (41%) will be used to fund recurrent expenditure (i.e payment of salaries, wages, allowances, social contributions, social benefits, public debt charges, overhead cost for running government day-to-day operational activities.

	Ogun State has over the years usually engaged her citizens in budget processes, preparation and presentation. In accordance with the State’s Fiscal Responsibility Law, 2020, the Medium-Term Expenditure Framework which gives details of the projections on revenue and expenditure of the State is prepared and presented by the State Government to the Ogun State 
House of Assembly for approval.  It is the practice of the State government to organise Townhall Meetings across the Four Divisions of the State namely Ijebu Division, Remo Division, Yewa Division and Egba Division. At these meetings, input (projects and activities of government) needed in each Division were obtained from people(residents) of each division to be included in the 2024 budget.

Call Circulars which spelt out the policy thrust and priority areas of the budget are issued to Ministries, Departments and Agencies for their adherence and they are enjoined to ensure that inputs of stakeholders obtained at the Town Hall are included in the budget of relevant MDAs. 
The following are key citizens nominated projects included in the 2024 Ogun State Budget:
· Construction and Rehabilitation of Roads across the State;
· Construction and Rehabilitation of General Hospitals across the State;
· Construction and renovation of Public Schools across the State;
· Provision of Ambulances to all the Hospitals across the State;
· Renovation of Primary Health Centres across the State.

Gender, Youth and Sport development and Vulnerable groups (People Living With Disabilities) were considered in the allocation of resources of the Ministry of Sport Development, Nigeria for Women Project, Ministry of Agriculture, Ministry of Culture and Tourism while the Ministry of Women Affairs and Social Development plays a Pivotal role in ensuring inclusiveness of the People With Disabilities and Gender Equality. A Total sum of N11,145,927,712 was allocated for the implementation of the projects Gender and Social Inclusion.

	Terms
	Explanation

	Deficit
	This is an excess of expenditure over the expected income in a fiscal year (Budget year).

	Deficit Financing
	This means generating funds to finance the deficit which results from excess expenditure over revenue.

	FAAC
	The account into which mineral revenues, Companies' Income Tax, Customs and VAT revenues are remitted, and from which disbursements are made to the three tiers of Government by the Federation Account Allocation Committee. 

	Internal Revenue
	This is the revenue collected within the state related to income tax (PAYE represents the highest contributor to IGR), fines, levies, fees, and other sources of revenue within the state.

	Aids and Grants
	These are budget support usually from the Federal Government, International Development partners, charities and alike for the execution of the approved budget

	Loans
	This is an amount borrowed as part of the financing option that is expected to be paid back with interest.

	Other Receipts
	This is generated when actual crude oil price, production, and NGN: USD exchange rates exceed the Budget benchmarks and hence extra revenue is generated.

	Personnel
	These are personal emoluments such as salaries, allowances, social benefits (e.g. pension and gratuity) and social contributions paid to civil servants and other government functionaries.

	Overhead
	This comprises mainly of operational and maintenance costs for running day-to-day activities of the Government.

	Debt Service
	This is the repayments of loans taken by the government to finance the budget which includes interest on un-matured debt and on other accounts, amortization of premiums and discounts on un-matured debt, the servicing costs and cost of issuing new borrowings

	Capital Expenditure
	This is also referred to as development expenditure and is made up of government spending on the acquisition or upgrade of assets (tangible and non-tangible assets) such as land, buildings, machinery, equipment,

	Statutory Allocation
	Statutory Allocation is a transfer from the Federal Allocation Accounts Committee (FAAC) and is based on the collection of minerals (largely Oil) and non-mineral revenues (companies’ income tax, customs, and excise) at the national level, which is then shared between the three tiers of government using sharing ratios.

	Derivation
	This is also a transfer from the Federation Accounts.  It is informed by the volume and prices of oil in the global market as well as actual output attributable to the state.

	VAT
	This is an ad valorem tax on most goods and services
