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ACHIEVEMENTS OF THE BUREAU OF INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY 

· EXPANSION OF THE INTERNET COVERAGE AT THE GOVERNOR'S OFFICE WITH THE DEPLOYMENT OF ADDITIONAL 10 ACCESS POINTS
· RE-DESIGN OF THE STATE METRO FIBRE FROM A MESH TOPOLOGY TO A POINT-TO-POINT TOPOLOGY
· DEVELOPMENT OF A WIDE IT AUDIT HAS STARTED: This would align the State IT process and management to a world class standard.
· SHARED SERVICE AND DATA CENTRE: The Bureau operates a data center, and currently has a 42U Rack at the DC which hosts the State mail server and other application servers used by other MDAs.
· ENTERPRISE EMAIL SERVER: Deployed and maintained by the bureau staff. Email addresses have been created for all political, appointees and civil servants while training on emailing system is still on going.
· INTERNET EXPANSION TO MINISTRIES, DEPARTMENTS AND AGENCIES: Internet bandwidth up from 85Mbps to 350Mbps. The metro fibre presence has been increased to a number of agencies via fibre including the State secretariat complex at Oke Mosan, Ogun State Television, Ogun State Broadcasting Corporation, Cultural Centre, Bureau of Transportations, Signage, Ministry of Finance, Ogun State Internal Revenue, Ogun State Printing, SUBEB and Ogun State TechHUB.
· Virtual Court: Implementation of virtual court session between the chief judge courtroom and the correctional court center at Ibara.
· UPGRADE OF THE INVERTER POWERING: Proper back up power supply was provided to the State’s internet equipment providing six hours power backup for the equipment around Oke Mosan.
· Ogun State Document Management System: The Bureau has captured the requirement of the Executive Office, and a few MDAs, and is ready for a proof of concept solution.
